IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

6. When connecting and using the unit for the first time, it is possible to
get smoke (smoking) and a burning smell. This is normal because as
the heater is heated for the first fime. This does not mean defect in
your device. When using it for the first time, wait until the smoke
dissipated.

POWER ON/OFF OFF THE APPLIANCE:
1. Plug in the power cord into power socket.

2. Turn on the device by sliding the ON/OFF switch from position "O" to
position "I". Indicator lamps light up. When you turn on the device, it
starts to heat up.

3. Select the appropriate temperature by temperature control knob.

4. Indicator lights show the work of the unit. One indicates that the
device is furned on, other indicates work of the heater.

5. When the heater indicator light lights off, the unit has reached the
selected operating temperature. The device reaches a maximum
temperature for about 5 minutes.

6. When the temperature is below the set temperature, the heater is
switched on again, in order to regain the set temperature.
Heater indicator light will lights on again, until reaches the set
temperature.

7. After use, turn off the unit by sliding the ON/OFF switch from position "I"
to position "O".

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Indicator lamps light off. When you turn off the device,
it stops to heat up. Even when the unit is turned off from the ON/OFF
switch, part of the unit is under voltage.

8. Pull the plug from power socket, to completely disconnect the device.
Pull the plug. keeping one hand on plug (not the cable) and the other
hand holding the power socket.

9. Leave a curling iron to cool completely before storing.

10. While the unit still hot, don't leave it on flammable materials.

USEFUL TYPS

o Top style starts with a good foundation, it is a stylish, well-
maintained and perfect hairstyle.

e Provide the best care for your hair. Treat her right, using high quality
shampoos, conditioners and styling products.

¢ Hair should be clean before styling.
e Thoroughly rinse used cosmetic products from your hair.
e Carefully dry the hair thoroughly before using the crimper.

o Always comb your hair thoroughly to remove all fangles and divide
hair into strands.

OPERATION
1. For best results, hair should be washed, brushed and dry.

2. Plug in power cord intfo power socket.

3. Turn on the crimper by ON/OFF switch. Select temperature, depending
on the type of your hair.

4. Always wait for the device to reach the set temperature.

5. When the set temperature is reached, you can start to shape the hair.

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6.1 When straightening hair with flat plates, place a smaill lock of hair
(about 5 cm) between the plates of the unit. Squeeze plates and pull
slowly along the strands of hair from the root to the end of the hair.
Be careful not to fouch the hot plate to skin.

6.2. When crimping hair with any of the other plates, place a small lock
of hair (about 5 cm) between the plates of the press. Squeeze plates
and hold a few seconds. Move to a next place and press again for a
few seconds. Be careful not to touch hot plate to your skin.

7. Repeat as and when necessary and leave hair to cool before you
brush. When finished, styled hair with your fingers.

8. Once you are finished working with the crimper, slide the ON/OFF
switch from position "I" to position "O". Unplug the appliance from the
power mains.

9. Allow device to cool completely before storing.

HOW TO CHANGING PLATES

1. Changing plates is quick and easy. Plates must be cold, otherwise it
will burn.

2. Plates are removed from the device body by pulling forward.
Before that you have to press the corresponding release button.

3. On the bottom of each plate in the middle, there is a groove for
positioning.

4. Insert the new plate info place, with the chute down. Position the plug
so that the chute to get better.

5. Push the plate slightly to the inside of the head untfil it all in place. The
plate is positioned.

Caution: The ceramic plates are fragile and easily broken. Avoid release
them on hard surfaces.
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CLEANING

e Do not immerse the appliance in water. Keep it away from water
containers, showers, and the like. Do not allow water or other liquid
intfo the body of the appliance.

o Always clean the appliance when it is turned off, never when it is
plugged.

e Keep your device from dust and grease. Clean it regularly dust and
hairs.

¢ The body of the unit can clean it by wiping it with a soft, dry cloth. If
necessary, may slightly dampen the cloth.

e Do not use abrasive or aggressive cleaners.

e Before using the appliance, all parts must be dry.

STORAGE

e This device no replaceable parts and can not be repaired by you. Do
not attempt to repair in case of damage. Requires no lubrication.
Keep the parts that are heated, free from dust, dirf and chemicals. If
the cord or plug is damaged ask for replacement and repair to
specialized service or a similarly qualified person.

¢ Unplug the appliance when not in use. Allow it to cool completely
before storing it.

e Do not allow the power cord to touch hot surfaces.
