- after operation, turn off the gas supply from the reducer-valve;

ATTENTION!

In case of fire or danger of fire, take the bottle to a safe place (if possible), then call the fire
authorities. In the event of a gas leak, when operating the stove, notify the service center
immediately.

9. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Proper cleaning and maintenance of the appliances preserves their good appearance
and guarantees long-term and safe use. To do this, observe the following requirements:

- before cleaning, be sure to turn off the gas supply;

- at the end of each working day, wipe the device after it has cooled completely, with a
cloth dipped in warm soapy water;

- when cleaning the surfaces of the device, do not use preparations with a corrosive effect
or wire brushes that would scratch and damage the enamelled surfaces;

- clean the surfaces that cannot be cleaned with the above methods with chemical
solvents;

- if the device will remain out of use for a long time, its surfaces must be smeared with a
thin layer of lubricant;

- if you want to use the stove for a longer time, do not allow fat or water to enter the burner
openings;

- periodically clean the remains of food on the hobs;

- in case of damage or an emergency situation in the operation of the device, inform the
authorized service or technician. Do not allow unqualified persons to repair the appliance.

10. BEFORE YOU CALL SERVICE

Before contacting the service center for help, read the table below carefully to see if you
need to seek the help of a specialist. Consult a fechnician before taking corrective action.
Make sure you have turned off the stove and closed the main valve before making any
repairs. Never repair by yourself.,

10.1 When repairs are required Close the main gas valve and consult a service technician
for the repair or call the nearest authorized service center.
